
Music for Church Services

Camerata Trinitati ("for the Holy Trinity") was founded summer 2005 and exists of three young men who met at the Utrecht Roman Catholic St. Catharina Cathedral Choir of which Ardaan had been a member since boyhood. In spring 2005, during a concert journey to Vienna, we, being good music friends outside the choir, had the idea of forming a vocal group, specialised at singing in church services.  That summer we were kindly invited to perform four 'try- out'- Masses in Bilthoven. 

One year later we have had the honour and the pleasure to have sung in the Roman Catholic St.Catharina Cathedral Utrecht, the Roman Catholic St.John Cathedral Basilica of 's Hertogenbosch and the famous Martini Church of Groningen. Our religious backgrounds are Roman Catholic, Anglican and Dutch Reformed, therefore we like to call ourselves ecumenical.

The three singers:

Ardaan Dercksen (1984) (bariton/ precentor) had been a member of the Utrecht Cathedral Choirschool since his childhood. Today he is one of the precentors of Utrecht Roman Catholic Cathedral, the See of the Archbishop of The Netherlands. Momentarily he is studying for choirmaster at the Prins Claus Conservatory in the City of Groningen.  Since 2006 Ardaan also was a member of the well known Roden Boys Choir. This choir recently has been touring throughout England, singing Services and giving concerts.

Maarten Romkes (1984) (tenor/ musical leader), studies music (tenor) at the Prins Claus Conservatory in the City of Groningen.  He is the conductor of both an amateur Gospel- choir and a chamber choir. 

Trevor Mooijman (1974) (countertenor/ management of the group) is a primary school teacher. August 2006 he started as Master of Music at the Roman Catholic Parish of Bedum, a town in the Northern province of Groningen. A few Sunday’s each year he joins the Choir of the Anglican Church St.John and St. Philip of The Hague, where he was Baptised and where both his mother and his English grandmother were choir members. 

Familiarity with the Anglican musical tradition:

All three are members of the Schola Liturgica and Ichtuscantorij from Harlingen, province of Frisia, conducted by Mr. Sjouke Bruining and his wife Geke and join them in journey’-s to England where they sing all Services in a Cathedral during the (summer) Holiday, while the Cathedral Choirs are on leave. With this choir they have in the past few years sung at St.Pauls, Westminster Abbey, York Minster and St.Albans. Thus they are very familiar with the great English Church music tradition. 

Repertoire:

We have music for both Eucharist and Evensong. Our repertoire is based on the masters of the old polyphony: Dufay (15th. Century), Lassus (16th), Byrd (16/ 17th) Lotti (17/18th).  We also perform modern compositions: Moore, Giles (English), Deden en Mul (Dutch), apart from harmonisations and arrangements of Hymns and liturgical music of our own.

Clothing:

We normally wear our own cassocks, but we are happy to wear the Churches gowns.

Precentor & Organist:

Ardaan and Maarten are capable of singing the Precentor’s part in the Preces and Responses. If necessary Trevor can play the organ for the accompaniment of the Hymns.

Finances:

We don’t ask a fee, but we would appreciate warmly a contribution to cover for our expenses. We recommend a minimum of 150 euro per visit.
